1. Achievement:  Applicant must have taken the ACT and demonstrated adequate preparation for enrollment in an institution of higher learning (i.e., university, college, junior college or vocational technical school).

2. Motivation:  This is indicated by your involvement in extra-curricular activities. 

3. Educational Objective:  Applicant must be able to articulate their educational plans and goals.  

4. Financial Need:  Give the estimated combined income of father and mother as well as any other sources of financial support which you anticipate (i.e., other scholarships, working, etc.).

5. Community Involvement:  List non-school activities.  (i.e., church, volunteer work, etc.)

Note:  Applicant must be applying for entrance to an accredited institution of higher learning.  Incomplete applications will not be considered.  Please adhere to the deadline for submission of your application.
