PURPOSE
The Lee Elementary/Peggy Hill Memorial Scholarship is given to a Lee Elementary student in memory of Peggy Hill.  Miss Hill was a dedicated music teacher and principal at Lee Elementary School for many years.  She loved Lee Elementary School and had high expectations for all the students.  Lee Elementary School was recognized as an Arkansas Exemplary School for two years during her time as principal.  Her high expectations, caring spirit and compassionate nature made those around her want to succeed.  She believed education was a key to success and being a productive citizen.  This scholarship honors Miss Hill’s memory and will help keep her Lee Elementary Students reaching for excellence.
USE OF FUNDS

The Lee Elementary/Peggy Hill Memorial Scholarship helps students who attended Lee Elementary continue their education by providing financial assistance for tuition, books, and/or supplies over one academic year.

ELIGIBILITY

Qualified applicants must be:

· Graduating seniors from an accredited public high school in Springdale, and

· Enrolling at a university/vocational school.
Age, race, sex, marital status or religious affiliation will have no bearing on eligibility for this scholarship.
CRITERIA

The  criteria for selection of the scholarship recipient is determined by the selection committee, and may include but not limited to, academic performance, financial need, unusual circumstances and volunteer, work, or extracurricular activities.  The student must have attended Lee Elementary at some point during his/her elementary school years.
AMOUNT OF SCHOLARSHIP

The amount of the scholarship is $250.00.  Changes to the scholarship amount may be determined by the Foundation based on factors including, but not limited to, the amount of dollars available from the fund.

RENEWABLE

This scholarship is not renewable.  It is a one time award.

APPLICATION PROCESS

The application process is as follows:

1.  Completed applications and required paperwork are due to the scholarship coordinator’s office at Springdale or Har-Ber High School by March 13th.

2. The selection committee will review applications.

3. The recipient will be notified of final scholarship decisions at the senior assembly.
